ASUS ships first motherboard to support 1GHz AMD Athlon™ processors

TAIPEI, TAIWAN, 10 March 2000 – ASUSTeK COMPUTER INC. (ASUS), a world leader in the IT industry, announced today the start of shipment of the ASUS K7V motherboard.

The K7V is the first motherboard to support the recently released 1GHz (1,000MHz) AMD Athlon™ processors. This announcement came just four days after AMD officially announced the commencement of shipments of the processors, which has been hailed as an industry milestone.

The K7V is the latest motherboard from ASUS that supports the AMD Athlon™ processor platform. The K7V is being touted as the successor to the highly successful K7M Athlon motherboard.

The K7V, with ASUS ASIC and VIA Apollo KX133, a two-chip set consisting of the VT8371 North Bridge controller and the VT82C686A South Bridge controller chipset, brings on the AMD Athlon™ processor platform a high level of performance on desktop PCs.

ASUS has also released the K7V-RM, which boasts most of the features of the K7V in a smaller microATX form factor. The K7V has an ATX form factor.
K7V KEY FEATURES

The ASUS K7V provides the best ATX form factor solution for the AMD Athlon™ processor platform. Key features of the K7V include:

1GHz AMD Athlon™ Processor Support. The K7V supports AMD Athlon™ processors, including the 1GHz-speed processor, designed for the AMD Athlon™ processor module (242-pin Slot A).

VC133/PC133 Memory Support. The K7V supports a new generation memory, NEC’s 64Mb Virtual Channel Memory (VCM) Synchronous Dynamic Random Access Memory (SDRAM), which is compatible to the industry standard SDRAM. The VCM’s core design provides up to 50% higher SDRAM speed at reduced power consumption of about 30%. This motherboard also supports standard SDRAM (data transfer: 1.064GB/s max using PC133-compliant SDRAMs and 800MB/s max using PC100-compliant SDRAMs). K7V supports a memory size of up to 1.5GB.

AGP Pro/AGP 4X Support. The K7V supports an Accelerated Graphics Port Pro/AGP card for high performance component level interconnect targeted at 3D graphical display applications using 4X, 2X, or 1X mode bus. The K7V is the first motherboard to support such AGP Pro cards as the ASUS AGP-V6600Pro.

4 USB-Port Support. The K7V supports up to 4 USB ports, two on the back panel and two midboard, for more peripheral connectivity options. As an option, two additional USB ports are supported midboard.

AMR Support. The K7V features an Audio Modem Riser (AMR) slot for a very affordable audio and/or modem riser card.

Ultra-Fast 200MHz Front Side Bus. The K7V features a 200-MHz Front Side Bus, the fastest processor bus ever for desktop PCs. The chipset’s Alpha EV6-based double-data-rate highly scaleable asynchronous bus design optimizes the performance of the processor bus speed from 100MHz to 200MHz, delivering twice the throughput of 100MHz Pentium( III-based systems. 

High-Speed UltraDMA/66 Data Transfer Interface. The K7V with its chipset and support for UltraDMA/66 doubles the UltraDMA/33 burst transfer rate to 66.6MB/s, providing a high-speed connection to the new generation of UltraDMA/66 IDE devices.
